The sleeve is fitted
at the shoulder like a suit jacket, with velvet
stripes just about the elbow, where it is pleated
and continues down to a cuffed bell sleeve.

You may choose to have a velvet or lace panel
down the front, as well as velvet piping around
the yoke & cuffs. This robe comes only with a
zipper.

Free repairs, if
needed, are included as long as you own
your robe.

Simplify measuring to make it even easier and
mistake-proof!

1) Pick out your favorite fitting jacket. This will
model the fit of the robe without an in-person
measurement.

2) On the jacket, measure from seam to seam
across the back at the shoulders. This gives the
shoulder measurement.

3) Start at the shoulder seam of the jacket where
the sleeve attaches. Measure down from the top
of that seam the length of the sleeve to the wrist.
This gives the sleeve measurement.

4) Start at the floor and measure up to the point
on your leg where you want the robe to end.
This is the distance from floor measurement.
